The Lord’s Taverners minibuses open a new 
world of recreation activities to disabled and 
disadvantaged youngsters

Since 1950, The Lord�s Taverners has been donating money to give young people, particularly 
those with special needs, a sporting chance. 

One of the main ways that The Lord�s Taverners provide access to recreational activities for 
young people is through the iconic green specially adapted mini-buses, which have become 
synonymous with the charity. With one vehicle donated every week of the year, The Lord�s 
Taverners has put over 900 minibuses on the road and is on course to donate the 1,000th in 
2010, the Diamond Jubilee year.  These minibuses have been donated to help young people 
under the age of 25 years with physical and/or learning dif�culties.

All minibuses are designed on an individual basis to meet differing needs of the applicants.  
Credit must be given to The Ford Motor Company and Birchwood Ford together with many 
organisations and individuals who have sponsored the minibuses. Their support has allowed 
disadvantaged children and those with special needs to have access to activities they would 
not normally experience.
