HOW TO BE A MEMBER

The Lord’s Taverners is both a club and a charity. To become a Taverner you need to be proposed by at least one existing member. If you do not know one, we can always put you in touch with our regional Chairman in your home area.

There are three routes to becoming a Lord’s Taverner:

· By becoming an Associate Member of The Lord’s Taverners. This is the normal route for those wishing to subscribe to our general aims and objectives. You need just one member to sign your application form. For half the full member subscription (currently £40 pa), which you will hopefully pay by Direct Debit, through the gift aid scheme allowing both you and the Taverners to recover tax, you then receive all our mailings and are entitled to attend practically all our events.

An Associate who has been a significant supporter of the charity, either by voluntary work in their region, in support of our fundraising efforts, or by finding us sponsors, can then be proposed for full membership of the Lord Taverners, when an entrance fee of £50 is due and an annual subscription, currently £70, is payable.

· By our fast track procedure, which involves making a significant donation. You need to be both proposed and seconded by current members and to make a special entrance fee donation of either £1,000 or £300 per year for a minimum of four years. Both these amounts should be gift aided for tax purposes. Thereafter, you pay the full subscription annually – currently £70pa.

· Finally, it is occasionally possible to be proposed directly for Full Membership. This route is restricted to those who have already made a significant contribution to the aims and objectives of the charity, e.g. as sponsors of events or benefactors.
