1.  All applications must be typed or clearly written

2. Applications will be accepted from schools/ organisations that cater for young people under the age of 25 who have a physical/ sensory/ learning disability.  We are unable to support schools that cater for socially disadvantaged children or mainstream schools for children with behavioural problems.  Please refer to the Disability Discrimination Act 2010 if you are unsure whether you meet our criteria.  
3. All sections must be completed with as much relevant detail as necessary

4. We are unable to circulate attachments to the committee (apart from quotations) so please bear this in mind when completing your application

5. Up-to-date quotations must be attached

6. Any incomplete application will be automatically rejected

7. You cannot reapply for funding within two years of receiving a grant, however, you can make simultaneous applications for other areas of our giving

8. Grants do not generally exceed £5,000

9. All grants are paid net of VAT and no exceptions will be made

10. All grants will be valid for 6 months from date of award
11. We do not support retrospective grants.  All equipment must be purchased after a grant has been awarded

12. We do not give funding for capital costs.  Funding will only be considered for specific equipment
13. If your project is in its infancy we will be able to give you a note of intent to support your project.  This is not a guarantee of funding  as this  will be dependent on the availability of our own budgets which are allocated quarterly
14. We will require all recipients of our funding to be involved in a local PR presentation which may take place at the location of the equipment or at one of our regional events
15. All recipients of our funding will be asked to complete a short evaluation questionnaire to provide us with feedback and to enable us to improve the services we offer
16. All recipients of our funding will need to provide a copy of their “Children, Young People and Vulnerable Adults Protection and Safeguarding Policy”
