Final

Level but not equal after high drama

Accountants again are Birmingham’s leading corporate cricketers after KPMG with a dramatic last ball victory against life assurance consolidators Phoenix Group won the Lord’s Taverners John Bright Trophy.

On a glorious sunny evening at picturesque Britannic Park, Moseley, on Wednesday September 1, unflappable KPMG captain Simon Griffiths narrowly engineered his side’s third trophy win in the tournament’s seven-year history despite being a player light.

In an interesting act of largesse, his side took the field with just 10 men as fast bowler Omar Jawed was marooned working in Leicester thinking the final was the following day. And they did well to restrict Phoenix to a respectable 155/5 fielding a man short on the sizeable ground in the final of the corporate cricket tournament sponsored by fund managers Williams de Broë. 

A far higher score looked inevitable after life assurance company openers Chris Acaster  (35 retired) and  Qasim Akbar (36 retired) with some fine strokeplay and aggressive running took their side to 86 without loss with half of their side’s 16 eight-ball overs gone.

But the tournament newcomers based at the former Britannic Assurance headquarters at Wythall just south of Birmingham lost their impetus after the openers had to retire. 

The damage was done by canny bowling by Minesh Trivedi (1-13) with his deceptively tempting leg breaks and seamer Rahul Narang (1-13) plus a spectacular sprawling long-off boundary catch by David Simpson running flat out to reach the ball.

It was left to all-rounder John Jeffery (19 not out in just seven balls) to get Phoenix beyond the 150 mark by ending his side’s innings with a four and six.
The KPMG run chase started comfortably with Greg Easter scoring an assured unbeaten 35. With just two wickets down, Ben Tarry (23*) and Surinder Matharu (25*) appeared to be cruising to victory with the normally accurate opposition bowling giving away far too many runs in wides.

But with pace bowler Akbar conceding just nine runs in an impressively hostile two over spell, the run rate dropped. And the panic button was pressed with six needed in the final accurate final over of slow seamers bowled by Acaster, who ended the tournament with a remarkable 175 batting average losing his wicket just once.

Tarry had won the semi-final with a superb extra cover six with just two balls to spare. But against Phoenix he was in more difficulty. After getting a four through a dropped deep square leg catch, he faced the final four balls with only two needed and failed to score from three balls.

Then he scrambled a dramatic single just wide of cover off the game’s final delivery to tie the scores. And KPMG won the trophy by virtue of only losing two wickets compared to Phoenix’s five.
“Being an accountant, he left it to the last decimal point!” was the verdict on Tarry’s batting from England & Wales Cricket Board deputy chairman Dennis Amiss, one of Warwickshire’s greatest cricketers, when he presented the trophy.

Puzzle of the evening was provided by Phoenix actuary and photographic enthusiast Martin Kulhavy. He had spectators baffled wondering whether a marquee was going up beyond the boundary edge when he erected a 12.5 metre high mast for his panoramic camera to get a shot of the picturesque tree-lined  final venue.

KPMG’s final victory confirmed their status as the tournament’s most successful side as they also won trophy in 2005 and 2008 and were in the 2006 final. The Phoenix Group had an impressive  first season in the trophy winning five of their six games including after a semi-final victory over trophy holders Ernst & Young.

Monsoon ends in time for final

The weather gods seem to favour Birmingham’s corporate cricketers.

After Britain’s monsoon weather returned to provide seemingly endless days of rain in August, the weatherman predicted sunny weather for the September 1 date of the final of the Lord’s Taverners John Bright Trophy between KPMG and the Phoenix Group.

Newcomers Phoenix with an impressive all-round bowling performance in their July semi-final won a surprise six wicket victory against trophy holders Ernst & Young to reach the final of Birmingham’s main corporate cricket tournament.

The appearance of the life assurance consolidators in the final at the picturesque tree-lined Britannic Park cricket ground in Moseley has a neat symmetry. The venue was the old Britannic Assurance sports ground before the company moved to a new state-of-the art headquarters in Wythall. And various takeovers has seen Britannic become part of the Phoenix Group based at those impressive Wythall offices.

Can Phoenix halt the recent domination of the tournament by accountants? KPMG are twice winners of the trophy since it was inaugurated in 2004 and are well aware of the importance of field settings on an interesting ground with a slope far superior to the seven-foot gradient found at Lord’s, the home of cricket.

KPMG skipper Simon Griffiths, who has the interesting job title of “global senior corporate communications manager”,  is all too familiar with the final venue. He lives around the corner from Britannic and is leading his side for the fourth time in a trophy final after a nerve-wracking semi final victory against solicitors Challinors with two balls to spare.

Sponsored by fund managers Williams de Broë, the tournament this year has seen fifteen sides playing 33 fixtures. Oddly two tournament newcomers based in Worcester, the Mainstay Group and Sanctuary Housing, seemed to find it easier to reach the Moseley venue than sides based in the city centre battling against the city’s ever-worsening rush-hour.

Will the long overdue Birmingham extension of the Midland Metro ever happen to ease the city’s traffic problems?

Appropriately former England opener Dennis Amiss, one of Warwickshire CCC’s  greatest cricket figures, is returning to Britannic Park to present the trophy at host club Moseley Ashfield CC’s second ground  where he opened the new pavilion in 2004.

Dogs and novices

The cricketing battle between the two Worcester newcomers in the Lord’s Taverners John Bright Trophy has been won by the Mainstay Group.
The property management specialists beat Sanctuary Housing, the affordable housing providers, by seven wickets when the two sides met at Britannic Park, Moseley, last week. The fixture completed the trophy’s 32-match programme of group matches and semi-finals in Birmingham’s main corporate  cricket tournament before the September 1 final between KPMG and Phoenix Group.

Originally rained off, the game saw Sanctuary restricted to 136/6  by Mainstay’s best bowling performance of the season. Don Barclay (36 rtd) and Neil Hirons (32) ensured a respectable total while Chris Manton (3-14) and Shaun Price (1-14) were the main wicket takers.

Mainstay’s usual batting suspects Bill Spray (37 rtd) and Whaid Hussain (35 rtd) were again in the runs to give their side a comfortable win and a commendable final mid-table position in the tournament’s main group.

The match also saw Mainstay’s  “crowd pleaser” Dan Faizey celebrating his birthday by bowling a large number of legitimate deliveries to rule himself out of the running as the trophy’s Most Unpredictable Bowler. 

Last year’s most bizarre trophy incident saw a packet of cigarettes stop play after they fell out of a batsmen’s pocket onto the pitch while he was running between the wickets.
This year it was Dog Stopped Play in the July 21 semi-final encounter between KPMG and Challinors when a  border collie, oddly named Bogdog, managed to slip his collar and invade the square.
The fact his owner Chris Lloyd-Smith (aka Barrel) was keeping wicket for Challinors explained the intrusion but not the length of time the gifted all-rounder took to capture the hound.

The tournament’s 2010 Novice Cricketer Award  goes to Sanctuary Housing’s Paul Kelly. Ambidextrous, he decided to against batting left-handed in his debut cricketing summer despite two earlier failures batting right-handed.

The result was an impressively-struck 35 retired he later followed up with bowling figures of 1-19 in his two eight-ball overs when Sanctuary Housing narrowly lost their July 6 encounter with No5 Chambers, who wentbo0n to the semi-finals.

Drama but no storm

High drama in the Lord’s Taverners John Bright Trophy.

Holders Ernst & Young have been knocked out by newcomers Phoenix Group while fellow accountants KPMG just  won a tense semi-final encounter with solicitors Challinors.

To misquote Bob Dylan, don’t ask the weatherman which way the wind blows. On Tuesday July 20, the first semi-final in Birmingham’s main corporate cricket tournament was reduced to 14 overs due to a heavy rain/thunderstorms forecast that never arrived at Britannic Park, Moseley.

Handicapped by match day dropouts, E & Y were restricted to 125 for five by an impressive all-round bowling display. Skipper Simon Bird’s domineering 35 retired and James Raine’s invaluable 29 provided key innings but nobody mastered accurate seamer Mike Hoyes (1-9) and pacy Qasim Akbar (1-11).

Openers Chris Acaster (31) and Akbar (25) then provided the platform for a Phoenix victory with 13 balls to spare. But the virtuoso performance came from Bird following  his fine innings with a remarkable 1-3 analysis in his two eight-ball overs delivered at full pace despite a knee injury.

On a sunny evening, the second semi-final saw the strong Challinors  batting line up  restricted to a 140 total. Skipper and opener Andrew Thomson scoring an invaluable 31 and Mark Scotney a skillfully struck 26 while KPMG captain Simon Griffiths (3-8) took three wickets in four balls in a fine spell of seam bowling.

Victory then seemed a formality thanks to Chris Weaver (40 retired) and Craig Hughes (36 rtd) and some vital dropped catches. But spinner Richard Lowe (3-4) engineered an astonishing collapse that left KMPG needing five in the final over.

Incredibly James Major’s accurate bowling saw a wicket fall and just one run scored in his first five balls.  Then with three balls left, all-rounder Ben Tarry concluded his matchwinning innings with a superbly-struck lofted drive six into the huge oak tree beyond the extra-cover boundary.

KMPG, twice trophy winners, now meet Phoenix Group in the trophy final on Wednesday September 1.

Joint favourites near final

Can anyone stop accountants winning the Lord Taverner’s John Bright Trophy, Birmingham’s main corporate cricket tournament?

In the semi-finals, trophy holders Ernst & Young play unbeaten tournament newcomers Phoenix Group, the life assurance consolidators, while fellow accountants KMPG, twice trophy winners, play solicitors Challinors.

Last week Challinors, despite fielding nine men, won a semi-final place with a nail-biting one run win against No5 Chambers in the battle of the lawyers after scoring 157/7 with skipper Andrew Thomson leading the way with 43 not out.

In reply, Matt Hann with a superbly struck 35 not out and James Parks with an elegant 30 put victory in reach. But in a hectic final over, Andy Lee, who earlier scored 35 retired, took two wickets with his first two balls and with three needed No5 Chambers could only scramble a leg bye off the game’s final ball.

Full marks go to No5 head of chambers Paul Bleasdale QC for cheerfully playing with a suspected broken finger and taking a superb mid-wicket catch.

In a week when rain returned, the encounter between the two Worcester-based trophy newcomers, the Mainstay Group and Sanctuary Housing, and the Ernst & Young v KMPG group match weren’t played. But DTZ at Britannic Park, Moseley, won a rare victory beating Cobbetts in a good-humoured encounter in the trophy’s “social group”..

The game’s key phase came when DTZ’s William Clarke with a series of well-struck legside blows hit 27 in his side’s final batting over. In reply Ranjit Bajway (37 not out) and Alan Meiklejohn (27) batted well but the 168 win target proved out of reach.

The match also saw Adam Forster playing for Cobbetts make an awesome bid to win the tournament’s Most Unpredictable Bowler title. KPMG scored 206/4 with captain Simon Griffiths (35 retired) showing he can bat as well as bowl. In reply, the Birmingham solicitors ended with 115/6 only Mike Reuben (38 rtd) able to counter a strong bowling attack effectively.

The previous day, the Phoenix Group won their third successive trophy victory when they beat Wragge & Co thanks to a crucial 33 by Jim Knight, who hit three successive sixes. It could easily have been different though for his first six came from a dropped boundary catch spilled over the line.

Full marks though to Wragge’s ever cheerful match organiser Stephen Rome for clean bowling an opponent, his first bowling victim since his schooldays apparently.

The third trophy match in Week 8 provided the trophy’s most exciting finish to date this summer when property advisers DTZ with a fine bowling performance came tantalizingly close to a rare win.

Their opponents GVA Grimley won the match when Pete Greenaway nonchalantly hit a mid-wicket four off the last ball to nail a one-run victory. Earlier his colleague Nick Cashmore had inspired an escape from the coffin with a skillfully struck undefeated 35.

Monsoon stops play

Sadly the return of Britain’s monsoon weather washed out Week 7 of  the Lord’s Taverners John Bright Trophy corporate cricket tournament last week.

After Tuesday’s No5 Chambers v Sanctuary Housing contest was rained off, a mainly rainless day saw Wednesday’s Bigwood encounter with Mills & Reeve scheduled to take place at Britannic Park, Moseley.

But after a torrential downpour just before 5pm, the  Mill & Reeve side with the honourable exception of their captain Duncan Astill failed to realise the trophy’s eccentric organizer Ross Reyburn was a wet weather cricket specialist and assumed the fixture was abandoned.
