Before you complete your application, please consider the following:

1. The Lord's Taverners minibuses are based on the current Ford Transit model, with a diesel engine.  The average cost to the charity of an accessible minibus is £44,000.  The minibuses are painted in The Lord's Taverners Meadow Green and are branded with our livery, which must remain on the vehicle at all times.

2. All applications must be typed or clearly written

3. Applications will be accepted from schools/ organisations that cater for young people under the age of 25 who have a physical/ sensory/ learning disability.  We are unable to support schools that cater for socially disadvantaged children, or mainstream schools for children with behavioural problems.  Please refer to the Disability Discrimination Act 2010 if you are unsure whether you meet our criteria.  

4. All sections must be completed with as much relevant detail as necessary

5. Any incomplete application will be automatically rejected
6. Our vehicles are registered as Disabled Passenger Class and are exempt from VAT and road fund licence.  When the vehicle is in use there must be a proportion of passengers with a disability travelling at all times.  If not, then you may be in breach of the legal requirements set by DVLA for this type of vehicle.  In addition your insurance may be invalidated. Recipients of Lord's Taverners minibuses are not permitted to change the vehicle classification (shown on the log book) without prior notification and approval from The Lord's Taverners.

7. We will require all recipients of our minibuses to be involved in a local PR presentation which may take place at the location of the minibus or at one of our regional events

8. All recipients of our minibuses will be asked to complete a short evaluation questionnaire to provide us with feedback and to enable us to improve the services we offer
9. All recipients of our funding will need to provide a copy of their “Children, Young People and Vulnerable Adults Protection and Safeguarding Policy”
10. Please note: If your self-help donation is provided by a third party they do not automatically receive the right to have their logo displayed on the vehicle.  This is done at the sole discretion of The Lord’s Taverners.  If we find you have added additional logos after delivery of the vehicle you will be asked to remove them.
